FINAL MOVIEMAKER PROJECT

INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Students gather in groups of two or three.

2. Students choose a very short text or segment of text (e.g. a “scene”) to translate from writing to multimedia “movie”, with images, sound, text, and tech interacting.

3. Students can choose roles (writer, director, cinematographer, soundtrack composer, etc.) or divide up chores (gathering photos, collecting audio, storyboarding, tech-production, etc.), for effective teamwork in and outside of class.

4. Students bring the finished product to class on a flash drive and present it to everyone in a projection-show during Week 16.

5. Students may incorporate properly cited database research to generate ideas for this project.

SPECIFICATIONS:

1. Completed Windows Moviemaker file.

2. Three to five minutes in length.

3. At least two to three images incorporated.

4. At least one audio track incorporated.

5. Segments of source-text incorporated.

6. Coherent and creative adaptation from page to screen.

7. Clear opening titles and clear closing credits, to identify the team, audio track(s), and any Works Cited.

ASSESSMENT:

1. Each individual student must complete a self-assessment and an assessment of every other team member, due on the day of project presentation.

2. The instructor grades the project overall.

3. The final individual grade will be an average of the project grade, self-assessment, and team assessment(s).
